Remembering Sam

“Always Be A Gentleman”

That expression was a primary principle in the life and times of Samuel A. Lupo, storied
coach, respected educator and beloved by family and friends.

Sam arrived in Woodbridge in 1963 bringing with him a fistful of football titles garnered
from his coaching at Lincoln High School in his native Jersey City.

This was the start of a perfect blend of life in time for Sam because he came to a town
steeped in a winning tradition in football but more importantly he came to a town where
generations of young men had drilled into them the importance of proper conduct, being
a gentleman.

Sam continued to raise the consciousness of gentlemanly behavior as he raised some of
the great football teams in Woodbridge High School history and his personal life bore
fruit as well through his marriage to Annabelle Dunfee and the children they would share
together.

Sam was a product of the streets of Jersey City made hard by the despair of a depression,
the personal tragedies of a world war and the loss of his father when Sam was in the very
bloom of his youth.

To anyone knowing Sam back then it was clear that he was his mother’s son. He carried
himself always with dignity, never allowing the hitches and rubs of life to diminish his
soft side or challenge his strength of character in an unbecoming fashion.

A boyhood pal who shared those tough times in Jersey City recently lamented, “all of us
have lost one of the world’s last knights.”

During his nine years as a coach before becoming Athletic Director, Sam’s teams
pounded out victory after victory and hung up championship banners while Sam
continued to pound into any young man who came his way, the importance of being a
gentleman.

As Sam’s teams rang up victories, he continued to ring up a parade of honors stretching
back to his Alma Mater, William & Mary College. Again and again he was inducted into
Halls of Fame and his winning ways while prowling football sidelines resulted in
statewide and regional recognition as Football Coach of the Year.



While Sam treasured this recognition, it continued to take a back seat to his most
important role of all, his most prized accomplishment of instilling the proper ingredients
of character in the young men who came his way.

Barron football player, now educator, Kevin Barnes had to have summed up the thoughts
of all the young men whose lives were influenced by Sam Lupo, when he reflected,
“Coach Lupo always stressed to all of us how difficult it can be to do the right thing but
also how fulfilling it is to set goals, goals that we always designed to slightly exceed our
grasp. In that way we would never expect anything less of ourselves then our very best
effort.”

Barnes concluded, “he showed us how to be gentlemen by example, he made it always
the best medicine for what ails us. I will miss him.”

The magnitude of the reach of Sam Lupo into the lives of others was always apparent but
never more so then in recent time through the collection of written remembrances
delivered to his wife Annabelle from friends dating back to childhood, colleagues and
former players and students. In additon there was the swift action of the Woodbridge
Board of Education to honor his contributions by re-naming the entrance road to
Woodbridge High - Sam Lupo Place.

But the greatest tribute of all will continue to happen for decades to come because Sam
Lupo continues to live on in the hearts and minds of those who knew him for a short time

Or many-many years.

To each and every one Sam Lupo gave something of himself, leaving a deep and lasting
impression, starting with his credo:

“Always Be A Gentleman”

In addition, he earned two letters in baseball as a first baseman for the
Barron varsity.

John went on to gain honors as a lineman while serving as co-captain of the
University of Chattanooga eleven and later became another in along list of

Barrons who contributed to the continued success and outstanding national

reputation of the semi-pro Woodbridge Golden Bears.

Ed Etzold was introduced to varsity football at Woodbridge High as a
freshman when the starting center was lost for the season due to an injury.
Over the next four years Ed became a tower of strength on several of coach
Nick Priscoe’s top defensive teams and earned Ed a bevy of county and
regional honors for his play.

When not intimidating opponents across the line of scrimmage, Ed
participated in field events on the track team, throwing the shot put and
javelin and notably, he was Woodbridge’s one and only 240 pound miler.

Since the advent of athletics at Woodbridge High, the town of Port Reading
has been an over-achiever in providing athletes whose talents spurred
Woodbridge sports to championships.

Among the earlier individuals to make significant contributions to various
programs was Dominick Scutti who starred on a championship baseball team
as a catcher and played a vital role as a halfback and quarterback on the
varsity at a point in time when Woodbridge was emerging as a football power
to be reckoned with. It was also in this same period that a transition was
taking place with Woodbridge changing its nickname for sports teams from
the Red Ghosts to the Barrons.

Dominick Scutti, in baseball parlance, carried a “mean stick” to the plate and
in the championship year of 1935, led the squad in hitting with a 346
average. In that year and ‘36 he was recognized county-wide and state-wide
as an outstanding baseball player.

When people from Woodbridge or Port Reading think of student athletes and
their contributions through the years, Dominick Scutti’s name 1s right up
front.

He was a barn-burner with speed to spare. An apt description from anyone
who ever saw Ernie Barany blaze his way through a hole in the line.

Ernie’s mercurial feats with the ball tucked under his arm were highlights of
the 1942 Barron season and in the Perth Amboy game in particular with
Panther tacklers grabbing at thin air.

During his playing days, Ernie was part of a Barron eleven that featured
numerous Hall of Famers to be including future All Pros, Lou Creekmur,
(Lions), and Tucker Thompson, (Browns), as well as another of
Woodbridge’s finest Ernie Dubay.

Those gridiron performances brought All County and All State recognition to
the fleet-footed Barany who when he wasn’t playing football streaked
through sprints in track played baseball.

He served in the Submarine Service in WWII and married his high school
sweetheart Anne Pappas.

Ernie Baranay, hard smash-
ing Barron fullback, was select-
ed by the county sports writers
as the first-string back on the
All-Middlesex  football team.
He was the only choice from
the Red and Black squad to at-
tain the honor this year. Last
year, “C)no,t" received All-
state honorable mention. Al
though he only weighs 160
pounds, Ernie pgained 489
yards rushing, losing only twen-
ty-four, ran baclk punts 809
yards, and scored twenty
points. He truly earned this
coveled selection.

Bob Adams exploits in sandlot baseball before reaching high school, he
played JV ball as an 8™ grader, triggered his nickname of “Ace.” That and
the fact that at the time one of the top relief pitchers in baseball was Ace
Adams of the Giants.

In high school, Woodbridge’s “Ace” Adams continued to star in baseball as
a third baseman. He was a classic hitter, average and power, which led to
All State honors.

He quarterbacked the Barron varsity in 1947 and 48, a year in which the
Barrons went 8 and 2, losing only to South River and Perth Amboy. Ace
still laughs when recalling an event in the Perth Amboy game of *48, when
coach Nich Priscoe sent in a play. Ace remembers that there was near
mutiny in the huddle as none of the players wanted to run Priscoe’s play. So
instead, they passed and gained 20 yards. Priscoe was infuriated and called
time out, motioning the team to the sidelines where he bawled them out and
they yanked Ace from the game.

After completing his formal education at St. Benedict’s Prep, Ace played in
the minor league systems of both the Giants and Yankees, but childhood
injuries to his legs cut short a budding career.

Among those joining Ace today is his high school sweetheart and wife Joan
Bartos.

It was never more apparent then against Camden in the semi-finals of the
Group IV Tournament in 1975 when in a critical point of the game, Mark
pumped in six straight baskets to shove the highly touted Camden Five out of
contention. Days later DiDonna and his fellow Barrons would win the state
title against Paterson Central.

Mark’s prowress on the court earned him multiple honors during his high
school years, ranging from All County to All State selections, including first
team recognition in the Group IV Tournament, the year he led the Barrons in
scoring.

After high school graduation, Mark played for Wagner College where he was
captain of the 1979 team and last year was named to the Wagner Basketball
Hall of Fame.
